2)
ARTIST will provide her own props and music on CDs for performance and instruction.  Students should be directed prior to workshop by PROMOTERS to bring any props pertaining to the workshop.

3) 
ARTISIT will provide bio, photos and outline of agreed upon seminar content to PROMOTERS when the ARTIST receives authorized contract and deposit from PROMOTERS.

4) 
ARTIST will email a file of the workshop notes for distribution to workshop participants.  PROMOTERS will pay for copies of said notes and deliver to ARTIST prior to the start of the workshop, providing those notes are received by PROMOTERS at least one week prior to the start date of the workshop.

5) 
ARTIST will be available to perform one or multiple sets as scheduled below.  Each set will be a minimum of 5 minutes and a maximum of 10 minutes.

6)
ARTIST reserves the right to inspect performance and instruction area and PROMOTERS agree to satisfactorily handle any problems which may cause concern or harm to ARTIST.

7) 
ARTIST is an independent contractor and not an employee of the PROMOTERS, therefore ARTIST will be solely responsible for the payment of all taxes on compensation paid the ARTIST, by PROMOTERS, and will hold PROMOTERS harmless for any failure on ARTIST part to make such proper tax payments.

PROMOTERS WILL PROVIDE:

1) 
PROMOTERS will provide a detailed schedule of all events to ARTIST before ARTIST arrives to the event.

2) 
PROMOTERS will provide physical/environmental details of the stage/performance area and instruction area to ARTIST no less than 30 days prior to the engagement.

3) 
PROMOTERS will provide an adequate sound system with full and substantial volume and clarity, with operator for assistance for both the instructional workshop and the performance(s).  If there will be more than 40 participants, PROMOTERS will provide an elevated stage or platform as well as a wireless mic.  

4) 
PROMOTERS will provide flattering and appropriate stage lighting, dressing room and restroom access for the ARTIST before, during and after any and all performances.  PROMOTERS will provide ARTIST with a private dressing area with a seat and mirror at the location of the show(s).  ARTIST agrees to share space with PROMOTERS and other headlining dancer(s).


5) 
PROMOTERS will provide one table at WORKSHOP and SHOW for ARTIST to sell/display merchandise and promotional materials.  PROMOTERS agree that ARTIST may retain 100% of the profits of such sales.  ARTIST requests that PROMOTERS assign a volunteer to attend to the table while ARTIST is instructing/performing or preparing to instruct/perform.  

6) 
ARTIST authorizes PROMOTERS to film the ARTIST at the gala show for distribution to other gala show performers, to the PROMOTERS for personal use and to the ARTIST for personal/promotional use only. ARTIST reserves the right to have the opportunity to review the video of her performance and artist has first right of refusal as to the distribution of her performance on the video. ARTIST agrees to notify PROMOTERS in writing within seven days of performance if she wishes to exercise this right.  ARTIST reserves the right to use video of this performance for personal promotional purposes if desired. Should the video be used for anything other than private use by PROMOTERS, ARTIST requires immediate notification and first right of refusal. PROMOTERS agree to responsibly notify participants and police event for unauthorized video taping and/or use of video distributed for sale.

7) 
ARTIST will arrange and initially pay for round trip airfare (coach class) for ARTIST or her portion round trip airfare for tour for ARTIST.  PROMOTERS agree to reimburse ARTIST total airfare within 7 business days of notification of airfare purchase.  ARTIST will be reimbursed for any luggage fees not to exceed $50.00 USD.  Tickets will be purchased in a timely manner to insure a lower fare and itinerary shall be emailed to PROMOTERS upon purchase.  PROMOTERS will provide all local transportation.

8) 
PROMOTERS will arrange and pay for private Hotel accommodations for ARTIST for the duration of the event, as ARTIST is booked.  Accommodations must be booked at a minimum 3 star hotel with a restaurant on site.  Room must have a “safe” or “lock box” to keep valuables.  Other requested items are an “in room” refrigerator to keep snacks and beverages, coffee maker, a mirror, iron and ironing board and adequate space for practicing.  Personal telephone charges are the responsibility of the ARTIST.  For morning workshops, ARTIST needs to be in town the night before.  

9) 
PROMOTERS will provide ARTIST with three adequate meals per day: breakfast, lunch and dinner, water and between-meal snacks for all the days of work and agreed interim before and after the event. PROMOTERS will provide ARTIST with a place of solitude to eat and relax during breaks and lunch.  On show night(s), if the show runs late, an additional light snack or meal afterwards will be requested.  Should ARTIST choose to have any meals on her own, ARTIST shall receive reimbursement for meals for the length of the engagement not to exceed $50.00 per day. Special needs: Bottled water for class and show, at least 64 oz per day. Well-balanced, healthy meals (lots of fruit and vegetables and protein like fish and chicken) are requested by ARTIST – to be considered when choosing eateries by PROMOTERS.


10) 
PROMOTERS will pay ARTIST the balance of the remaining contract fees (see COMPENSATION above) before the event is over and before ARTIST leaves for the airport.

11) PROMOTERS will take the ARTIST back to the hotel immediately following all workshops and shows (unless a mutual agreement has been arranged for any after-show events).  If the show will fall on the same day as a workshop, a minimum of 4 hours break at the hotel, in between workshops and show, is required for the ARTIST to prepare.

12) If PROMOTERS are unable to personally attend to ARTIST with food requirements and timelines, PROMOTERS will provide an escort for the ARTIST.  If an escort cannot be arranged, then the ARTIST requires a rental car at the expense of the PROMOTER for the duration of the event so the ARTIST’S food and timeline requirements can be met.



CANCELLATION

1)
Should cancellation or unauthorized date change of this event occur due to the PROMOTERS more than 60 days prior to event, the deposit will be retained by the ARTIST.  

2)
Should cancellation or unauthorized date change of this event occur due to the PROMOTERS any less than 60 days prior to the event, the full contract amount shall be paid to the ARTIST.  

3) 
Should the date change, a revision of this contract must be authorized and dated by both parties.  

4)
Should the ARTIST be unable to fulfill this Agreement or any signed revisions of this Agreement, the deposit will be promptly refunded to the PROMOTERS.
